Disaster data collection has been activated for Hurricane GUSTAV.  The Federal 
Communications Commission (FCC) has activated the Disaster Information 
Reporting System (DIRS) to receive information on the status of your 
communications equipment in the disaster area.  The area of interest for this 
activation is focused on those areas hardest hit by the storm and those in the 
projected path, including the counties listed at the end of this email.  

If you have communications equipment in the disaster area, the FCC requests 
that you provide daily reports on the status of your equipment by using DIRS.

Time Schedule:  We request that you provide the first set of initial reports 
by 5:30 pm (Eastern Time) today August 31, 2008. Subsequent reports should be 
made by 11:00 am (Eastern Time) every day while DIRS is activated.  

Coverage Maps:  NCS has requested that Wireless companies provide coverage 
maps for the area of interest.  If you are providing Wireless service in the 
area of interest, we further request that you provide coverage maps with your 
DIRS submission.  Please provide these maps in Adobe PDF format and email them 
to Jeffery.Goldthorp@fcc.gov.

Login:  Please use your User ID (it is usually the characters before the @ 
sign on your e-mail address – it is case-sensitive).  If you do not remember 
your password, please use the forgotten password link on the login page.  

After you log on, please fill in the reports for the types of equipment that 
you have in your network in the area of interest.
